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The purpose of the article is to determine the types of public procurement legislation to reflect changes 
after the entry into force of the Law “On public procurement”, as this question in the writings of scientists 
studied not enough and needs further study.

To determine the types of public procurement, the author establishes compliance with the terms “public 
procurement” “government procurement” and “procurement budget”. Due to the fact that introduced by 
the Law “On public procurement” new term to replace the term “government procurement” does not 
change the essence of the term, namely customer purchase goods and services for public funds, the author 
finds the possibility of using scientific classification of public procurement as a basis for classifying 
public procurement.

Through comparative legal analysis of the legislation after the entry into force of the Law “On public 
procurement” and scientifically grounded classification of public procurement legislation invalid given 
the author proposed classification of public procurement. In particular article use the classification of 
public procurement depending on the value of purchases instead of classifying geographic scope, because 
the tender procedure does not affect the fact – at any level (Nation or international) held public 
procurement.

Due to the similarity criteria Author united classification according to categories of participants in public 
procurement and the degree of competition. Regarding the classification of the degree of transparency –
the author refuses its application in connection with the subjective criteria of “transparency”.
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The authors also used classification have not lost their relevance due to changes in the legislation of 
Ukraine, such a classification depending on the method of construction (model) procurement, under 
which public procurement in Ukraine based on the principles of a decentralized model, because customers 
as stewards of public funds independently performing public procurement and contract with a member.

Depending on the method of implementation, the subject remains relevant procurement division to one-
stage procurement (public tender) and two- stage (competitive dialogue). Classification depending on the 
method of procurement is vital for competitive public procurement methods that can be classified on such 
grounds as the admissibility of amendments competitive requirements. This one-step and two-step release 
tender. For procurement subject remains relevant division of procurement services and procurement 
operations.

In conclusion, the author suggests types of public procurement criteria described in the article. The 
authors also an example of the application of the Accounting Chamber of classifying the degree of 
competitiveness to adjust the value of competitive and noncompetitive types of purchases. So the report 
on the results of the analysis of public procurement in Ukraine Chamber draws attention to the fact that 
the pressing need to fit half of all contracts that are held for the negotiation procedure – 16 211 660 000 
USD, or 23 percent of all contracts made through the “Prozorro”.
